Precise means to be exact or completely clear. 
Precise nouns help the reader gain a clearer, brighter picture in their head.[image: Image result for Labrador Sat On rug]

For example: 
The dog sat on the floor.
The Labrador sat on the rug.
The nouns are in red. To improve the picture in the reader’s mind, as writers we need to give more detail and one way of doing this is to use precise nouns. In the example we have chosen Labrador as the type of dog and improved floor with rug. Here is another example:[image: Image result for Rose]
